“proof of vaccination”. Are you saying that all of our workers and employees must show proof of COVID-

19 vaccination? 

A1. No. 

Q2. Is the AOC saying that to come to the pre-bid conference, attendees must be vaccinated? 

A2. No. Please see the Key Information Summary Sheet (Pre-Bid Conference & Site Visit). 

 

Q3. As a small business, we do not require proof of vaccination for any of our employees or installers. Not only 

do we not require proof, but we also don’t ask since that would be a violation of their HIPPA rights. Based 

on this, will we be disqualified if we don’t change our policy? 

A3. No. 

 

All addenda will be incorporated into the final contract documents and will be binding on all bidders/offerors 

responding to this solicitation. Each bidder/offeror submitting a bid/proposal must acknowledge receipt of all addenda 

by completing and forwarding Attachment H (included in bid/proposal package) with the bid/proposal response;
