The AOC is seeking proposals from prospective Offerors to award one contract to Furnish and install fifty-
seven (57) vandal resistant day/night high resolution stationery security cameras in the following areas:

1 Ground Floor — REMOVE, RELOCATE, REPLACE AND INSTALL 23 CAMERAS.
REMOVE 3 CAMERAS. INSTALL/REPLACE 1 MONITOR

1.1 Camera Removal

1.1.1 GC-A: In the garage remove the camera, cabling, and accessories from the pillar facing the entry
gate

1.1.2 GC-B: In the garage remove the camera, cabling, and accessories from the pillar facing the elevator
lobby door.

1.2 External System Cameras

1.2.1 GC-C: DO NOT TOUCH! This camera is not with our system and should not be altered in
anyway.

1.2.2 GC-D: DO NOT TOUCH! This camera is not with our system! It is the lowest of 3 cameras in this
location that views the sally port door.

1.3 Camera Remove, Relocate, Replace, Install

1.3.1 GC-1: Remove, replace and relocate new camera, cabling, and accessories in the outdoor area that
captures the secure parking garage card reader. The camera position will be moved from its current position
giving a side view of the card reader to be located directly above the garage doors center of the island to
view the card reader and incoming cars.

1.3.2 GC-2: Remove and replace existing camera, cabling, and accessories in the outdoor area with new
PTZ camera that captures the rear parking lot and gateway under the walking bridge.

This item will only be installed with District
Court’s acceptance of additional alternative pricing option number 1.

3.1.10 2C-10: Install a camera, cabling, and accessories in the prisoner hall behind courtroom 4 to
primarily capture activity at the door of the lock up and secondarily capture activity in the room.

3.1.11 2C-11: Install camera, cabling, and accessories in the admin hall to capture activity at the judge’s
entrance for courtroom 4 and 5. This item will only be installed with District Court’s acceptance of
additional alternative pricing option number 1.

3.1.12 2C-12: Install camera, cabling, and accessories to capture activity on the admin hall. This item will
only be installed with District Court’s acceptance of additional alternative pricing option number 1.

3.2 Monitors

3.2.1 2M-1: Remove and replace monitor, cabling, and accessories at the judge’s secretary’s desk.
Monitor should view the camera 2C-2. No controls needed.

3.2.2 2M-2: Remove and replace monitor, cabling, and accessories at the admin judge’s secretary’s desk.
Monitor should view the camera 2C-8. No controls needed.

3.3 NVR System

3.3.1 Install an NVR system with control, monitors and recording capabilities in the existing rack for the
current security system. NVR must have capability to record, store images as well as download/record to
CD as well as display/rotate all camera views. Data storage must hold 30 days of all fifty-seven cameras at
a 16:9, 3-megapixel resolution at 30 frames per second on full record. NVR System must support a
minimum of 64 camera ports. NVR system is a standalone system that won’t integrate with the existing
network.

4 Third Floor - REPLACE AND INSTALL 6 CAMERAS.

4.1 Camera Replace, and Install

4.1.1 3C-1: Install camera, cabling, and accessories to capture activity at the stairwell and the main
corridor.

4.1.6 3C-6: Remove and replace camera, cabling, and accessories to capture activity at the stairwell and
the main corridor. This item will only be installed with District Court’s acceptance of additional alternative
pricing option number 2.

5 Roof - REPLACE AND INSTALL 2 CAMERAS.

5.1 Camera Replace and Install

5.1.1 RC-1: Remove and replace camera, cabling, and accessories on the elevator tower to capture
activity outside of the building

5.1.2 RC-2: Remove and replace camera, cabling, and accessories on the elevator tower to capture
activity outside of the building.
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2.3 Contractor Requirements:

2.3.1 Work Scheduling
Work will be completed on an afterhours and weekend schedules. Contractors can begin work at
4:30pm Monday through Friday and start at 8am on Weekends and Holidays.

2.3.2 Tools and Supplies
Vendor will supply his / her own tools. This includes ladders, vacuum cleaners, extension cords,
power tools, test equipment, etc. No “loaner” tools or supplies be will available from the building
owner.

2.3.3 Final Walkthrough
Once work completes there will be a walkthrough with District Court representative, local staff and
building owner (if available). Statement of work will be reviewed to make sure all items are
complete. All trash, boxes and other items related to the installation will leave the site with the
vendor. Dumpsters are not available. A walkthrough will include review of ceiling tiles, site
cleanup, furniture placement and confirmation that electrical work is complete and usable. All of
vendor staff will remain on site until walkthrough completes.

2.3.4 License, permits, etc.

While no electrical permit is required for the work at site, all work will be done in a “best practice”
manner that complies with local, state and national codes.

2.3.5 Vendor Walkthrough
The vendor walkthrough will happen one week before the bid submissions are due. Each bidder
will be provided with this document as well as all relevant drawing details for the job. Upon
completion of the walkthrough bidders must submit any further questions to the procurement
representative to be answered in an open forum. Vendors are not permitted to contact the District
Court directly.

2.3.6 Warranty:

2.4 Acceptance of Services

2.4.1 The Deputy Director of District Courts Administration or his/her designated representative has sole
authority to determine the acceptable level of service.

2.4.2 When the Deputy Director of District Courts Administration or his/her designee determines that
Contractor service is unsatisfactory, the Contractor shall return to the site at the request of the
Deputy Director of District Courts Administration, or an authorized designee, and resolve the issue
at no additional cost to the AOC.
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2.5  Damage to State and Personal Property (if appropriate)

2.5.1 The Contractor, their employees, subcontractors and agents shall be held directly responsible to
repair, replace or restore to its original condition, to the satisfaction of the Maryland Judiciary,
curbs, roadway surfaces, wheel stops, shrubbery, trees, buildings, bollards, gates, light pole, sign
poles or any other State-owned property which is damaged by the actions of the above-mentioned
representatives.

B. Accordingly, the Judiciary may hold discussions with all Offerors judged reasonably
susceptible of being selected for award, or potentially so.

The Contractor shall defend or settle, at its own expense, any claim or suit against the
State, AOC, or their employees acting within the scope of employment, alleging that any
such item furnished by the Contractor infringes any patent, trademark, copyright, or trade
secret. The Contractor also shall pay all damages and costs that by final judgment might be
assessed against the State, AOC, or their employees acting within the scope of
employment, due to such infringement and all attorney fees and costs incurred by the State
to defend against such a claim or suit.

If any products furnished by the Contractor become, or in the Contractor's opinion are
likely to become the subject of a claim of infringement, the Contractor shall, at its option
and expense: (a) procure for the AOC the right to continue using the applicable item: (b)
replace the product with a non-infringing product substantially complying with the item's
specifications, or; (c) modify the item so that it becomes non-infringing and performs in a
substantially similar manner to the original item.

If the Contractor obtains or uses for purposes of this Contract any design, device, material,
process, code, supplies, equipment, text, instructional material, services or other work, the
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Contractor shall indemnify the AOC, its officers, agents, and employees with respect to any
claim, action, cost, or judgment for patent, trademark, or copyright infringement, arising
out of the possession or use of any design, device, material, process, supplies, equipment,
text, instructional material, services or other work covered by any Contract awarded.

6. Non-hiring of Employees

If the Maryland General Assembly fails to appropriate funds or if funds are not otherwise made
available for continued performance for any fiscal year of this Contract succeeding the first fiscal
year, this Contract shall be canceled automatically as of the beginning of the fiscal year for which
funds were not appropriated or otherwise made available; provided, however, that this will not
affect either the AOC’s rights or the Contractor’s rights under any termination clause in this
Contract. The effect of termination of the Contract hereunder will be to discharge both the
Contractor and the AOC from future performance of the Contract, but not from their rights and
obligations existing at the time of termination.

If the damages are more than the compensation payable to the
Contractor, the Contractor will remain liable after termination, and the AOC can affirmatively
collect damages.

14. Termination for Convenience

15. Delays and Extensions of Time

The Contractor agrees to perform this Contract continuously and diligently. No charges or claims
for damages shall be made by the Contractor for any delays or hindrances, regardless of cause, in
the performance of services under this Contract. Time extensions may be granted only for

THIS NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made as of this  day of

WHEREAS, the Contractor and AOC have entered into Contract No. K19-0061-89 (the

“Contract); and

WHEREAS, in order for Contractor to perform the work required under the Contract, or in the course of that
work, the Contractor, the Contractor’s subcontractors, and the Contractor’s and subcontractors’ employees and agents
(collectively the “Contractor’s Personnel”) may come into contact with information maintained or held by the Judicial
branch of the Maryland government (“Confidential Information”), including the AOC and all courts, units and
departments (collectively “the Judiciary™); and

WHEREAS, the Judiciary, in order to comply with the law, fulfill its various missions, and enhance the safety
of participants in the judicial process, must ensure the confidentiality of certain information, and, to that end,
must act as the sole entity with the authority to determine which information held by the Judiciary may be
disclosed to persons or entities outside of the Judiciary; and

WHEREAS, Contractor acknowledges that Contractor’s compliance with this Agreement is a condition of
doing business with AOC,

NOW, THEREFORE, Contractor agrees as follows:

1. “Confidential Information” includes any and all information provided by or made available by the Judiciary to
Contractor’s Personnel in connection with the Contract, regardless of the form, format, or media on or in which the
Confidential Information is provided and regardless of whether any such Confidential Information is marked as such or
disclosed deliberately or inadvertently. Such information is Confidential Information, whether or not its contents may
also be gathered from other sources, or may subsequently be disseminated to the public. Confidential Information
includes, by way of example only, information that the Contractor’s Personnel sees, views, hears, takes notes from,
copies, possesses or is otherwise provided access to and use of by the Judiciary, whether the information relates to the
Contract or the Contract has placed the Contractor’s Personnel in the position to receive the information. Confidential
information further includes information both held by the Judiciary and derived or created from information held by the
Judiciary.

2. Contractor’s Personnel shall not, without the AOC’s prior written consent, copy, disclose, publish, release, transfer,
disseminate, use, or allow access for any purpose or in any form, any Confidential Information, except for the sole and
exclusive purpose of performing under the Contract and except for disclosures to such Judiciary employees whose
knowledge of the information is necessary to the performance of the Contract. Contractor shall limit access to the
Confidential Information to Contractor’s Personnel who: 1) have a demonstrable need to know such Confidential
Information in order to perform Contractor’s duties under the Contract and 2) have agreed with Contractor in writing to
be bound by the disclosure and use limitations pertaining to the Confidential Information. The names of Contractor’s
Personnel are attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit 1. With respect to information pertaining to the job
performance, skills, or conduct of any Judiciary employee, the only person with the need to know such information
is , and, except in cases of emergency involving imminent or actual bodily harm or significant
property loss or damage, such information may only be disseminated to him, or, in his absence, to the State Court
Administrator.
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3. Contractor shall require each employee, agent, and subcontractor whose name appears on Exhibit 1 to sign a writing
acknowledging receipt of a copy of, and agreeing to comply with the terms and conditions of, this Agreement.
Subcontractors shall expressly agree to all of the terms applicable to Contractor. Accordingly, subcontractors must
require their employees and agents to sign such a writing and must submit those individuals’ names to the Contractor
for inclusion on Exhibit 1. Upon the Procurement Officer’s request, Contractor shall provide originals of all such
writings to the AOC. Contractor and subcontractors shall update Exhibit 1 by adding additional names as needed and
shall ensure that no employee or agent comes into contact with Confidential Information before that person has signed
this Agreement.  This Agreement shall not be construed to create an employment relationship between AOC and any
of Contractor’s or subcontractors’ personnel.

4. If Contractor intends to disseminate any portion of the Confidential Information to non-employee agents who are
assisting in Contractor’s performance of the Contract or who will otherwise have a role in performing any aspect of the
Contract, Contractor shall first obtain AOC Contract Manager’s written consent to any such dissemination. AOC’s
Contract Manager may grant, deny, or condition any such consent, as it may deem appropriate in the AOC Contract
Manager’s sole and absolute subjective discretion.

5. Contractor shall hold the Confidential Information in trust and in strictest confidence, adopt or establish operating
procedures and physical security measures, take all other measures necessary to protect the Confidential Information
from inadvertent release or disclosure to, or theft by, unauthorized third parties, and prevent all or any portion of the
Confidential Information from falling into the public domain or into the possession of persons not bound to maintain the
confidentiality of the Confidential Information.

6. Contractor shall promptly advise the AOC Contract Manager in writing if Contractor learns of any unauthorized use,
misappropriation, or disclosure of the Confidential Information by any of Contractor’s Personnel or the Contractor’s
former Personnel. Contractor shall, at its own expense, cooperate with AOC in seeking damages and/or injunctive or
other equitable relief against any such person(s).

7. Upon the earlier of AOC’s request or termination of the Contract, Contractor shall, at its own expense, return to the
AOC Contract Manager, all copies of the Confidential Information, no matter how formatted or stored, in Contractor’s
and/or Contractor’s Personnel’s care, custody, control or possession.

8.A breach of this Agreement by the Contractor or noncompliance by Contractor’s Personnel with the terms of this
Agreement shall also constitute a breach of the Contract. The termination of the Contract does not terminate Contractor’s
obligations under this Agreement.

9. Contractor acknowledges that any failure by the Contractor or Contractor’s Personnel to abide by the terms of this
Agreement may cause irreparable harm to the Judiciary and that monetary damages may be inadequate to compensate
the Judiciary for such breach. Accordingly, the Contractor agrees that the AOC may, in addition to any other remedy
available to AOC under Maryland and any applicable federal law, seek injunctive relief and/or liquidated damages of
$1,000 for each unauthorized disclosure. Contractor consents to personal jurisdiction in the Maryland State Courts and
to the application of Maryland law, if AOC so elects in its sole discretion, irrespective of Maryland’s conflict-of-law
rules. If the Judiciary suffers any losses, damages, liabilities, expenses, or costs (including, by way of example only,
attorneys’ fees and disbursements) that are attributable, in whole or in part, to any failure by the Contractor or any of
the Contractor’s Personnel to comply with the requirements of this Agreement, the Contractor shall hold harmless and
indemnify the Judiciary from and against any such losses, damages, liabilities, expenses, and/or costs.
